The paper deals with the correlative North Russian toponyms containing the
intervocalic consonant group -x4- and -kw- (Hioxwa ~ Hiokwa, Yexuwa ~ Yexwa,
yxua ~ Yyxwa). 1t is established that appellations with the group -x4- occur to the
nerth of a line running from Lake Kenozero to the Pinega River source, and appellations
with the group -xw- to the south-west of that region. Since the stems wwox«-, uexu-,
4yx4- have been convincingly interpreted as Lapp (meaning respectively ’swan’, 'autumn
settlement’, "'wood grouse’), then the stems wmworw-, wexut-, uysw- correlative to them,
dese{f\{le analogous or close to analogous interpretation, notwithstanding their phonetical
specifity.

In the opinion of the author, toponyms with the stems wrokw-, wexui-, wykwi- go back
o a special Lapp language (dialect) which might be called the Belozero-Lapp language.
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
